Countries, for their support for Egypt's winning in the presidency of the International Organization for 
Standardization (ISO).
This came on the sidelines of a workshop on the procedures and technical requirements for Egyptian exports 
to enter the Saudi market, in cooperation with Tabseer Company.

(FABEX), which was held from 13 to 16 October at the Riyadh International Convention& Exhibition 
Centre (RICEC)
During the exhibition, Tabseer's technical team focused on introducing industry leaders and 
businessmen from Chinese manufacturers to conformity assessment services that contribute to 
enhancing their presence within the Saudi market.
This year, the exhibition showcased the latest industry-leading technologies and a wide array of 
advanced machines working live in front of visitors.
Bringing together over 700 companies from 25 countries worldwide, FABEX experienced a 
significant increase in visitors and important meetings among industry leaders.

Egypt and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia have signed several bilateral investment and economic 
agreements, highlighting the formation of the Egyptian-Saudi Supreme Coordination Council to 
encourage and protect mutual investments between the two countries.
Furthermore, Egypt and Saudi Arabia have deepened their economic partnerships through a series 
of investment agreements, paving the way for a promising future of bilateral cooperation.
This occurred within the framework of the visit made by His Royal Highness Prince Mohammed bin 
Salman bin Abdulaziz Al Saud, Crown Prince, and Prime Minister of the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia, 
to Egypt yesterday, Tuesday. These agreements reflect increased coordination and strategic 
alignment within the objectives of Egypt and the Kingdom's Vision 2030.
The strategic economic cooperation between Egypt and the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia has 
witnessed remarkable development in recent years. This progress is driven by the close bilateral 
cooperation between the two countries and is accompanied by the implementation of numerous 
joint investment projects that enhance bilateral cooperation across various sectors.

His Excellency the Governor of the Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization, Dr. Saad Al-Qasabi, 
headed the Kingdom's delegation at the 59th meeting of the Technical Council of the GCC Standardization 
Organization in Doha. During the meeting, several decisions and recommendations were approved to support 
standardization activities in Member States.
GSO plays a crucial role in developing and standardizing specifications across the region through cooperation 
with national, regional, and international bodies.
Its efforts have led to the development of over 28,000 standard specifications across various sectors, 
products, and services, contributing to the achievements of the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and 
strengthening trade and competitiveness.
The Saudi Standards Organization and the Gulf Standardization Organization are both keeping up with 
technological advancements by implementing digital transformation programs. They are also working on 
developing standard specifications that align with the requirements of the Fourth Industrial Revolution.

SABER has launched a chat service aimed at enhancing communication between commercial establishments 
and conformity assessment bodies. This service enables applicants to communicate directly with the notified 
body to streamline and accelerate communication between the establishment and the assessment body.
According to the training manual, applicants can initiate a conversation with the conformity assessment body 
in all request cases, except in the following situations:
• The request has not been submitted.
• The request has been closed due to non-payment of fees.
• More than three months have passed since the product conformity certificate was issued, or the certificate 

has expired.

The Saudi Zakat, Tax, and Customs Authority has announced a significant update regarding product 
importation into the Kingdom. Effective January 2025  ,1, all importers and companies will be required to 
register their imported goods on the Saber electronic platform. This initiative aims to streamline customs 
clearance processes and mitigate potential issues related to customs compliance.
As part of the updated regulations, importers must obtain both certificates of conformity and shipment 
certificates before completing their shipment clearance procedures. This move follows the Authority's 
recent initiatives to enhance customs clearance protocols for various products and vehicles entering Saudi 
Arabia, ensuring they are linked to the approved documentation on the Saber platform.
It is worth noting that this step contributes to strengthening consumer confidence in the products traded in 
the Saudi market. The approach also encourages transparency in import processes, enabling seamless product 
tracking from origin to final consumer.

The Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization has announced the release of a draft for executive 
regulations aimed at enhancing product safety in the Kingdom. Published on the organization’s survey 
platform, the proposed regulations seek to establish clear guidelines to protect consumers from potential 
risks associated with products available in Saudi markets.
The Authority invites public feedback and has set October 2024 ,31, as the deadline for participation in the 
survey. This initiative marks a significant step towards ensuring consumer safety in Saudi Arabia.

The Saudi Standards, Metrology, and Quality Organization has issued a circular updating the 
procedures for granting the Saudi Quality Mark for the following products:
• Fiberglass lighting poles
• Iron lighting poles
• Engine radiators
• Fire extinguishers
• Pipe systems and accessories for electrical cable tools
• LPG gas appliances and accessories
• Ceramic tiles

The Official Gazette Umm Al-Qura has published amendments to the controls for customs procedures, 
as per Administrative Decision No. (485-99-1446) dated 1446/4/5 AH. These updates address the 
required documentation in the Unified Customs Procedures Manual and introduce modifications to 
customs clearance stages. 

The Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization (SASO) and the Communications, 
Space & Technology Commission (CST) have announced the launch of the first mandatory 
phase for unifying charging ports for mobile phones and electronic devices in the Saudi 
market, set to begin on January 2025 ,1. This regulation requires companies and suppliers 
to standardize charging ports to the “USB Type-C” model, in line with technical and 
administrative standards outlined in relevant technical regulations.
The first mandatory phase will apply to the following products:
• Mobile phones
• Tablets
• Digital cameras
• E-readers
• Portable video game consoles
• Headphones
• Earphones
• Portable speakers
• Amplified speakers
• Keyboards
• Computer mice
• Portable navigation systems
• Wireless routers

The Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization (SASO) is set to host the 9th 
National Quality Conference, themed "Quality in the Age of Advanced Technologies."

The Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization has updated the list of customs items that will 

be subject to technical regulations on the SABER electronic platform within 30 days from 2024/12/10 AD. 

The updated customs tariff codes now include technical regulations for lubricating oils, machinery safety, 

and building materials.

The Technical Council of the Gulf Cooperation Council Standardization Organization approved about 1130 

draft Gulf standard specifications during its 59th meeting. The meeting, chaired by Dr. Saad Al-Qasabi, 

Governor of the Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization, resulted in a set of decisions and 

recommendations to support the Gulf standardization process.

The Saudi Standards, Metrology and Quality Organization decided during its meeting No. (046), held on 

1446/3/12 AH, to approve updates to approximately 89 Saudi standard specifications. 

This includes around (38) standard specifications adopted from the International Electrotechnical 

Commission (IEC), (33) standards from the International Organization for Standardization (ISO), (12) 

standards from the International Standard Specifications (ISO/IEC), (4) standards from the American 

Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM), (1) standard specification from the European Committee for 

Standardization (CEN), and (1) standard from Underwriters Laboratories (UL).
